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Abstract

Include an abstract of not more than about 200 words (less than 15 lines).

Key words: Five to ten key words, most of them chosen from the IFAC keyword list.
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1. Introduction

This template may be used to prepare manuscripts for publication in the IFAC Journal Automatica (published by Elsevier Science) as a Microsoft Word 97 or 2000 document in a format that is more or less similar to the printed style. It may be helpful to authors to format equations, tables and figures, and to obtain a reasonable estimate of the length of the printed version of the paper.

Note the layout of the front matter. It does not quite imitate the printed Automatica format where the footnote with the information about earlier presentation and that with the data of the corresponding author appear at the bottom of the page.

2. Installation

Place the template files autarticleA4.dot and autarticleL.dot in your users templates folder of Word. To find the location of this folder open Word and go to Tools/ Options/File Locations. If you cannot see the whole path of the users templates folder then click it twice.

3. Usage

To load the template, open MS Word and go to File/New. Click on “autarticleL.dot” or “autarticleA4.dot” and open it as a new document. 

The template autarticleL.dot has been laid out for Letter paper size (but not been tested). and autarticleA4.dot for A4 paper size.

Replace the sample text with your own text. To create a new style element, such as a paragraph, displayed equation or figure, start a new line, and select the correct style in the Styles box. After this, insert the text (in case of a paragraph), equation or figure.

Use the style “Section” for section headings, and “Subsection” for subsections. Apply the style “Paragraph” for paragraph text. The style “Equation” may be used for lines with displayed formulas
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and the style “Figure” for lines where you insert a figure. The style “Non-indented paragraph” is used for paragraphs like the current one.

3.1. A subsection

Table 1 lists all the styles that have been developed for this template.

4. Graphics

When submitting the final version of the paper at the request of the Editor who handles the paper, sub​mit the original graphics files separately along with the Word file, even if the figures have been inserted into the text. This will help the printer to optimize the quality of the graphics.
